When will you need to wash your hands?

e You will use hand sanitiser at the gate when you arrive
and leave playgroup.

e When you enter the building and leave.
e |f you cough or sneeze.

e Before and after eating.

e If your hands are dirty.

e When you have been to the toilet.

e When you have been outside.



What do | need to do if | cough or sneeze?

Do not worry we have boxes of tissues ready for you.

You must cough or sneeze into a tissue and then put it in the
special bin straight away.

If you cannot get a tissue you must cough or sneeze into your
elbow.

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What will | need to bring with me?
